
CAPTAIN STEPHEN FIELD (1895-98)

The following is taken from the 1968 Register :-

He was born on 16 April 1880 and studied medicine at St Mary’s Hospital,
gaining a MRCS and LRCP in 1906.  After working in Coventry and Warwick
Hospitals he joined the Royal Army medical Corps and was appointed Captain
in 1910.

He was taken prisoner in 1914 and held at Wittenberg camp, where he
assisted in the medical treatment of typhus patients.  There were 13,000
prisoners (9,000 Russians, 3,000 French and 900 British) in the camp and
1,200 of these were typhus patients at any one time.  Four of the six British
medical officers being held there contracted the disease, including Captain
Field.  One of the medical officers who did not contract typhus was another
OF, Captain (later Major) Alan Cunliffe Vidal (1892-98). He won a DSO
for his work at Wittenberg Camp with typhus suffers.

Captain Field died of typhus on 10 April 1915, at the age of 35.
