HERBERT GORDON LANG OBE KPM (1903-04)

He was born on 3 December 1887 in Grenada, West Indies.

He rose to the rank of Deputy Commissioner in the Indian Police Service and in
1925 was awarded King’s Police Medal. He was awarded his OBE as a
Superintendent of Police by the Governor of Bombay at Government House on

27th of Feb 1931.
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He wrote a book 'The Walking Stick Method of Self-
Defence'. Although it didn't become a best seller, the
method was adopted by the Indian Police and has a
small but loyal following among martial arts
enthusiasts.
