*‘Midas Man’ with Jacob Fortune Lloyd, Emily Watson, Eddie Marson, Jay Leno and Eddie Izard; both films are in
post-production.

In 2023 the Studio released two documentaries ‘A Brush With Comedy’ which appeared on Sky featuring Vic
